(NALR : les experts s'accordent sur une occupation saisonniere du site sur plusieurs générations, comme
peuvent en témoigner les traces d'ADN retrouvées sur les arétes rocheuses). La fonction cérémonielle
exacte de ce lieu demeure toutefois inconnue.

« Islands of all shapes and sizes »
(1) Laurent YVERNOGEAU (IBPS, Paris) explores blood island formation within the bone marrow.
(2) Pierre SUJOBERT (CIRI, Lyon) and Adriana Plesa (Hospices Civils de Lyon) : erythroblastic island
observed in myelogram.
3) Ecueil du Gabian (Photo taken in the Massif des Maures, Provence-Alpes-Cote d'Azur, France;
author unknown): a typical islet of the “Provence crystalline”. It consists of Paleozoic formations made
of sediments deposited between 500 and 350 Ma, later buried, metamorphosed, and intensely deformed
around 320 Ma during the Hercynian orogeny. These schists and quartzites are also found at Giens and
throughout the islands of the massif. Biologically, it serves as a privileged refuge for yellow-legged gulls
and other seabirds throughout the year, while also standing as a symbolic site for the species Collegium
haematopoieticum onkogenesicum during its annual passage. (Editor's note: experts concur that the site
has been seasonally occupied over several generations, as evidenced by DNA traces detected on the
rocky ridges.) The exact ceremonial function of this location, however, remains unknown.
